up” and bring freedom and spontaneity to the painting. You will
be amazed at your progress and the fun we’ll have. Subjects will include florals, landscapes,
buildings in a setting, and animals or figures incorporated into the painting.

Once you develop an understanding of how to utilize this technique you will realize the control
you actually have over the final outcome.
